Lette fromhe Miniger...

‘Perspicuity’ is a great word.

Now, for those that dobh’have a dictionary to
hand, it means ‘clear or transparent; easily
understood.” One of the hallmarks of the
Reformation was to apply this word to Scripture,
and to insist that everyone could read the Bible
and understand its central messageu dont
need a ministea preacheor a scholar (as helpful
as these people can be); but you can fruitfully
read it for yourself. It was this belief in Biblical
perspicuity that motivated the Reformers to
translate it, print it and distribute it to the people.
It is that same belief that motivates the work of
the Bible Societies today

That doesnt mean that all of it is easily
understood (I'd be out of a job if it didjVe will
struggle with many passages, or indeed entire
books might bdfe us: thats why we do have
scholars and writers. Often we need help to
understand: tha’why we read it together in
church, and not just alone. Nevertheless, personal
reflection and prayerful reading is important for
our Christian growthiThere really is no substitute.

We've been looking at the Bible these last six
weeks at ouAdult Sunday SchoolWe've
explored its meaning and purpose, itdidifities

and uses. But perhaps the most significant aspect
to come out of this was the challenge to “just go
and read it!”

Most of us have tried in the past to read the Bible
on a regular basis — and almost all of us have
failed. Sometimes the guilt of those failures is
precisely what prevents us opening it again right
now. We need to remember that one thing the
Bible does want to communicate is Gsed’
forgiveness.

I've been challenging the congregation to read
the Gospel of Luke during Lent. It only has 24
chapters. So, even at one per,ddngres still
enough time to read it before East®ince Luke
tells us he wrote this book “so that you may know
the truth concerning the things about which you
have been instructed” there can hardly be a better
place for us to start.

Have you got five minutes®hy not start right
now? No, serious|ywhy not?

NEWS FROM THE NATIONAL MISSION TEAM

A huge thank you to all who supported Homelessness Sunday 2010. Thanks to you, we have been able
to:

. Feed 120 of you at the post-service lunch. Demand almost exceeded supply as a late influx of
hungry folk arrived — just as the NMT members had sat down to their own lunch. By virtue of some
imaginative culinary skills, no one did without, but it was close. Take heed for next year — get there
early, or else...

. Send 320 jars of coffee and tins of cooked meat for use in the kitchen at the LHM. This was
magnificent.

. Send cheques for £360 each to the Lodging House Mission and Scottish Churches Housing Action.
Thanks again to all of you who gave donations, whether you were able to attend the lunch or not.

. Hand out Standing Order forms to 6 members of the congregation who felt moved to participate in
the LHM’s Centenary Appeal called ‘A Seat at the Table’. The LHM estimates that it costs £750
per year to provide food at one of the seats in the Lodging House Mission. Their hope is that
church members from throughout Glasgow will sign up to make monthly donations (of £2, £5, £10
or more) to finance this essential part of the services they provide to Glasgow’s homeless. Standing
Order forms are still available if you feel you could make even a small donation of £2 a month to
help in their valuable work.

P.S. Four Stonelaw members had a most enjoyable evening at the LHM Centenary Dinner on Saturday
6th February at The Old Fruitmarket in Candleriggs. This event, attended by some 300 people, raised
the most amazing total of approximately £53,000. (Yes, that's right —thatis NOT a mis-print!) This came
from ticket money, auctions and raffles. A number of local companies sponsored this event; a new
initiative for the LHM, and one which will help secure the future of this vital work with Glasgow’s vulnerable
homeless population.

STILL GOT UNWANTED HOUSEHOLD ITEMS?

The National Mission team has been delighted to take your old unwanted household items off your
hands in the past and forward them to Glasgow S tarter Packs . This wonderful organisation makes up
packs for people who are moving out of a homelessness situation into a tenancy, often without anything
to call their own.

she chased them awand with her home-made
tablet she enticed them back agaiten the day
came she dreaded. She grew too weak to live alone
any longer and her mind became clouded and
confused. She was finally taken to hospital in her
last illness. | went to see her theréhe nurse
shook her head, “I donhthink she’ll know you.
When she does speak, she is wandering”. | saw at
once that she was very ill. “Hellauntie Nellie”,

| said, “Do you know me?” She turned blindly at
the sound of my voiceThen her hand groped out

to mine. For a brief moment the emptiness left
her eyes and her smile was serene. She was her
old self againThen she whispered my name. “I'm
a’'right noo, after all I'm nofeart.
